What was especially helpful to me was a clear and understandable explanation of learning
styles. But along with that, Diana goes beyond and gives great word-pictures and practical
application ideas to help you really put the information to work in your home. I hope you
will, as I did, have several "a-ha!" moments, when you realize she is describing your child!

by Robin Sampson. This book not only inspired and motivated me to make the Word of God
my main focus in educating my children, but it helped me to do just that. Reading this book
has been a heart and home-school changing experience for me.

Mystery of History

(www.themysteryofhistory.com) This excellent curriculum was written by a
homeschooling mom from Ohio. It starts with Creation and moves chronologically through
both world and Biblical history. The author is a great storyteller, so the lessons are
interesting and fun to read. She points out in every lesson how God's hand is at work in
every aspect and event in history. The book is divided into three lesson "weeks", and with
each lesson there are follow up activities suggested for each age group (younger K-3,
middle 4-8 and older 9-12). The activities range from crafts, dress up and role playing to
research on related topics. Many other curricular areas are suggested, such as art, writing,
science, geography and reading.

Also included with each three lesson "week" are photos from around the world, exercises,
quizzes, quarterly worksheets, semester tests and mapping assignments. She also
encourages each student to write "memory cards" in which they summarize each lesson.

One of the best parts of the program for our family has been the timeline activities. Atthe
end of three lessons, the author suggests adding to a timeline. We put ours on our
bathroom wall and made our own figures each time. We learned so much and it was
wonderful to see each figure come to life with my kids' own personalities. The author
makes great suggestions on how to depict each person/event so that it can truly be
remembered when you see it weeks later. For instance, to depict ancient Egypt, we made a
triangular "pyramid” with a small person wrapped up in layers of toilet paper for a
mummy.

The author has completed the first two volumes, Creation - the Resurrection and the Early
Church - the Middle Ages. The next volume is due out in January, 2008 and will cover the
reformation - growth of empires (I think!).

You
go through key events of the entire Bible in 4 years.)

Math-U-See We LOVE Math-U-See!!! MUS is a concept-based math which uses
manipulatives to give a visual presentation of the concept. Each new concept is
presented via a short video (DVD or VHS) which usually only takes about 5 minutes.
Often, the student is able to proceed forward in their work without much teacher
assistance. Also, I love the order in which it teaches each concept. It is far more logical
than most math curricula. (Example: child learns5+ __ =8. Once that concept is
mastered, subtraction is presented. 8-5=___ ). Anyway, Math-U-See is our pick!

Horizons 1 really like the Horizons Math. I've used K and 1 so far. Both kids enjoy the
books a lot.

Saxon We have used Saxon (K thru 76) and have really appreciated the review it
provides. My son has a solid foundation in math concepts. Since there are so many math
problems, if my son understands a concept, we skip some of the problems.
